Dear Runners,
It is my great honor to welcome you to the PKO Gdynia
Half Marathon 2026! This year’s edition holds a special
significance for all of us, as we gather during the centenary
of Gdynia. It is a profound moment that further underscores
how deeply this race has become woven into the history
and identity of our city.





The Pomeranian Voivodeship is an extraordinarily attractive region that consistently ranks among
the premier tourist destinations in Poland. Its primary allure stems from its coastal location,
remarkable landscape diversity, and a unique historical legacy that has shaped its distinct
cultural heritage.

Pomerania is further distinguished by a rich mosaic of traditions, where large metropolitan centers
coexist with clearly defined regional communities such as Kashubia, Kociewie, the Słupsk Land, and
Żuławy. Each of these subregions presents its own characteristic architecture, customs, and folklore,
ensuring that any journey through the province allows for the discovery of a highly multifaceted
identity.

The natural landscape of Pomerania is characterized by an exceptionally varied topography, ranging
from the vast sandy beaches and shifting dunes of the Słowiński National Park to the serene lakes
and ancient woodlands of Kashubia and the Tuchola Forest. These areas form a precious mosaic of
ecosystems that serve as vital sanctuaries for numerous bird species and other protected flora and
fauna. The region’s environmental wealth is preserved through an extensive network of conservation
areas, including two national parks and nine landscape parks, which highlight the ecological
significance of the territory.

To accommodate its many visitors, Pomerania boasts one of the most robust hospitality sectors in
the country, concentrated largely within its coastal reaches. The province offers nearly 15,400
lodging establishments, encompassing both hotels and other professional hospitality services,
providing more than 33,000 beds across all categorized facilities. This extensive infrastructure is
supported by excellent international connectivity. Regular ferry lines link the region with Scandinavia,
while Gdańsk Airport facilitates approximately 100 scheduled flights to 27 European countries
through 11 different airlines. Furthermore, the Tricity remains highly accessible by land, particularly
via the Amber Highway (A1).

The region also offers a sophisticated infrastructure dedicated to active tourism and outdoor
recreation. Enthusiasts can explore 4,500 kilometers of cycling paths, including 690 kilometers of the
prestigious international EuroVelo 10/13 and EuroVelo 9 routes. For those drawn to equestrian
pursuits, there are 847 kilometers of trails managed by forestry districts and approximately 250
identified stables. Water sports are equally well-represented, with 40 kayaking routes stretching
nearly 1,600 kilometers across diverse terrains, complemented by 16 modern yacht marinas and
numerous pristine beaches that provide ideal conditions for leisure and maritime activities.

The cultural landscape of the province is equally vibrant, supported by numerous institutions that
foster artistic and educational growth. The region’s potential is defined by 16 theaters and musical
institutions offering year-round programming, including international festivals and high-caliber
performances. A cornerstone of this infrastructure is the network of 102 museum facilities and
branches that curate and present the historical and artistic legacy of the province. This cultural offer
is seamlessly integrated through various themed trails, which allow visitors to engage with the
history, architecture, and landscape of Pomerania in a profound and organized manner, further
enriching the narrative of the region’s unique identity.

Let’s make sure race packs pickup goes smoothly!

We’ve got it! The start list includes a record-breaking 10,000 names. This number is
truly impressive, and we can already feel the incredible energy you will bring to the
course. Such a large-scale event is a great celebration, but also a significant logistical
challenge.

To help us enter race mode in good spirits and without unnecessary stress, we kindly
ask you to plan your race packet pickup together with us.

From experience, we know that the busiest times at the Race Office are two peaks:
right after opening and at the very end of opening hours. If possible, please aim for the
mid-hours. Try not to leave your pickup until the last minute—queues in the final hours
are almost guaranteed, and pre-race stress doesn’t do anyone any good.

To speed up the packet collection process, please check your race number in advance
and prepare the necessary documents (QR code/ID card). The quicker you are ready
at the counter, the faster the next person will receive their packet!

Why is it worth coming earlier?
By collecting your packet in advance, you gain:

peace of mind on race day
time to visit the Fit Living Expo booths
confidence that everything is under control

RACE PACKS PICK UP

How to pick up your race pack?
1.  In the week before the event, an email with a QR code will be sent to the email

address provided during registration. Open the link and save the code on your phone.
The QR code will also be available in your account on SlotMarket.pl. If you can’t see
the email, please check your spam or promotions folder.

2.  At the Race Office, present your QR code and an ID document, and collect your race
pack.

The person who comes to the Race Office on behalf of a participant will need: the
registered participant’s QR code, a copy of their ID document (for inspection), and an
authorization to collect the race pack.

Can’t pick up your race pack? Authorize someone else!

AUTHORIZATION TO COLLECT A RACE PACK

For minors participating in the PKO Gdynia 5K and Gdynia Kids Run, the race pack may be
collected by a parent or legal guardian upon presentation of the QR code. Alternatively,
the minor is required to present a consent form from a parent or legal guardian when
collecting the race pack.

PARENTAL OR LEGAL GUARDIAN CONSENT

Race pack collection for relay teams
The race pack can be collected by the entire team or by a team member. To collect the
packs at the Race Office, you must present the QR codes (for each registered participant),
an ID document, and copies of ID documents (for inspection). If any team member is
absent, a written authorization is also required.

REFRESHMENT POINTS

There will be three refreshment points along the half marathon course:

7km/12km/18km

At each station, Cisowianka water, Dr Witt isotonic drink, and bananas will be available.

START FINISHapprox. 7km approx. 12km approx. 18km

The refreshment zones will extend for 100 meters. Please do not stop at the beginning of the stations.
A trash bin will be placed at each station — we encourage you to use them and help keep the course

clean.



RELAYS

Teams will cover a total distance of 21.0975 km together. Taking part in the event as a group

is a great opportunity for beginners to get used to running and an ideal way to start a

sporting journey.

The relay legs are as follows:

Runner I (10 km): start at 20:30 from Skwer Kościuszki, start wave A1

Runner II (6.1 km): starts from the exchange zone at the 10 km mark, on ul. Władysława

IV, near the Gdynia Wzgórze Św. Maksymiliana SKM railway stop

Runner III (5 km): starts from the exchange zone at the 16.1 km mark, Al. Zwycięstwa,

100 m after the intersection with ul. Hallera

Relay team member changes take place by a hand touch within the designated exchange zones.

BAGGAGE DROP FOR RELAY TEAMS

I RUNNER: The first runner leaves their baggage in the deposit bus for the 1st leg,

which will be located next to the baggage tents at Skwer Kościuszki. Bags must be

deposited by 20:00. Collection will be possible at the 1st exchange zone (ul.

Władysława IV).

II RUNNER: The second runner leaves their baggage in the deposit bus located next

to the 1st exchange zone (ul. Władysława IV). Collection will be available at the 2nd

exchange zone (Al. Zwycięstwa).

III RUNNER: The third runner leaves their baggage in the deposit bus located at the

2nd exchange zone. Collection will be available in the bus next to the baggage tents

at Skwer Kościuszki.

Items for deposit will only be accepted in the bags provided in the race pack. The

sticker with the race number, included in the pack, must be attached to the

designated area on the bag.

	The Pomeranian Voivodeship is an extraordinarily attractive region that consistently ranks among the premier tourist destinations in Poland. Its primary allure stems from its coastal location, remarkable landscape diversity, and a unique historical legacy that has shaped its distinct cultural heritage.
	Pomerania is further distinguished by a rich mosaic of traditions, where large metropolitan centers coexist with clearly defined regional communities such as Kashubia, Kociewie, the Słupsk Land, and Żuławy. Each of these subregions presents its own characteristic architecture, customs, and folklore, ensuring that any journey through the province allows for the discovery of a highly multifaceted identity.
	The natural landscape of Pomerania is characterized by an exceptionally varied topography, ranging from the vast sandy beaches and shifting dunes of the Słowiński National Park to the serene lakes and ancient woodlands of Kashubia and the Tuchola Forest. These areas form a precious mosaic of ecosystems that serve as vital sanctuaries for numerous bird species and other protected flora and fauna. The region’s environmental wealth is preserved through an extensive network of conservation areas, including two national parks and nine landscape parks, which highlight the ecological significance of the territory.
